    Sport Fishing Regulation 2018-2019* 
Parc national des Pingualuit 

 
 

 
1. DEFINITIONS 
 
Beneficiary: A person enrolled as Beneficiary in accordance with the Act respecting Cree, Inuit, and 
Naskapi Native Persons. 
 
James Bay and Northern Quebec Agreement (JBNQA): Signed in 1975, the JBNQA notably recognizes 
rights and privileges to Inuit Beneficiaries, gives them title to Category I lands (full ownership) and 
harvesting rights within defined areas of interest, and in an exclusive manner on Inuit Category I and II 
lands. Inuit Beneficiaries’ harvesting rights are protected by this treaty, subject to the principle of 
conservation.  
 
Resident of Quebec: Any Non-Beneficiary person domiciled in Québec and having resided there for a 
period of 183 days during the year previous to their sport fishing activities or application for a sport fishing 
license.  
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2. LICENSES 
 
 
 

To sport fish inside Parc national des Pingualuit, non-beneficiary visitors must have: 
 

2 valid licenses  
Québec Provincial sport fishing license and Park sport fishing authorization 

 
 
 
 

2.1 Québec Provincial Sport Fishing Licence (issued by the Ministère des Forêts, de la 

Faune et des Parcs, MFFP) 
 

ü Any non-beneficiary sport fishing anywhere in the province of Québec, must have a valid 
Québec Provincial Sport Fishing License.

4.  WINTER SPORT FISHING PERIOD 
 
Please note that WINTER SPORT FISHING IS NOT ALLOWED inside the park boundaries for non-
beneficiary visitors. This also applies to lakes or rivers close to the park boundaries or in the 
access corridor. 
 
 

5. PARK POLICY 
 
The park policy is applicable to non-beneficiaries. 
  
ü To protect the fish resource, the POSSESSION LIMIT IS 3 regardless of the species, but for 

allowable species only.

ü Once the possession limit is reached, catch and release fishing method is not allowed in 

the park. 
 

ü ONLY 1 FISH FROM THE ALLOWABLE SPECIES CAN BE BROUGHT OUT OF THE PARK. All 
other fishes caught from the allowable species have to be consumed on site.  
 

ü Fishing is only permitted in “Natural environment zone” and “Service zone” (therefore, 
sport fishing is not permitted in “Preservation zone” or “Maximum preservation zone”) 
(See Annex 1).
